Leonore L. (Turco) Packrone, 94, a lifelong resident of Point Marion, passed
away Sunday, February 18, 2018, at her home. Born in Point Marion on
January 28, 1924, she was a daughter of the late Vincenzo and Luigia (Bruni)
Turco. 

A 1942 graduate of the Point Marion High School, she played violin with the
high school symphony, and performed with them all over the area. Leonore
was a faithful member of St. Hubert’s R.C. Church for all of her life, and also
the Rosary Altar Society and Christian Mothers. She was a strong, resilient
lady whose faith and Catholic teachings guided her throughout her life. 

 

Prior to raising her family, Leonore was a teller at the First National Bank in
Point Marion. In 1967 she went back to work as a Station Clerk at West

Surviving are her three children, Linda Ann (Packrone) Brown and husband
John of Lexington, Ohio, Vincent Douglas Packrone of Pittsburgh, and
Florence Louise Packrone of Point Marion; 11 grandchildren and 22 great-
grandchildren. A wonderful cook and homemaker, Leonore expressed her
strong love of family in so many ways, and will be dearly missed. 

Her husband, Guy R. Packrone, Sr., passed away in 1986. Also deceased is



one son, Guy Richard Packrone, Jr. in 1993, and her daughter-in-law, Jane
Packrone. She was the last of her immediate family, having been
predeceased by brothers, Orlando, James and Mario Turco, and sisters,
Theresa Abbott and Lena Posteraro.
