Thaddeus J. “Tudgy“ Niemczyk, 97, the oldest resident of Bobtown, Pa.,
passed away Friday, November 30, 2018, at the Health and Rehab Center of
Waynesburg, Pa., following a brief illness. Born June 17, 1921, at Pleasant
